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Efficient Spending Plans,

After rising rapidly in our early years, our annual

expenditure will increase only slightly over this plan

period, due to our efficiency pro_%ramme: Our main
priority remains the
improvement of water
quality.

QOver the next four years
we will spend around
£2,000m on protecting and
improving the water
environment. This can
only be justified in the
current economic climate
if real benefits result and
we are cost effective.

We are taking forward the
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incorporated in our last
plan. We have already begun to benefit, and some
examples of savings made from budgets are:
« 9.38mfrom thé mergers of Northumbria and
Yorkshire, and of Wessex and South West regions;
. ng,pafrom the creation ofa National Lahoratory
ervice;
+ £2.7mfrom national procurement initiatives.

Our market testing programme, which saved £2m in
1993/94, will continue to find the most cost effective
way of pr_owdm_? each of our services. These and
other savings will allow us to devote more of our
resources to front line
* Grant Ay activities.
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By being more efficient,
we planto control our
costs and keep increases in
our principal charges
below the going rate of
inflation. We will also
accommodate the
reductions in Grant in Aid
in the 1993 Public
Expenditure Statement.
Grant in Aid will make up
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Staffing.

To remain efficient we will emFon fewer people in
the future than we had originally planned. Durin
1993/94 we reduced the number of posts in the NRA
by 736, without the need for any compulsory
redundancies.

This has been made possible through a variety of
means, mcludlntg:

Over the next few years, further staffing efficiencies
are planned, but at this stage we cannot prejudge the
results of future market testing initiatives.

Delivery of Services.

By Browdlng integrated solutions to environmental
problems, we can be sure that the interests of all
Pames are considered and that we use resources in
he most efficient manner. To this end we have
cre%ted 26 multifunctional areas to meet all local
needs.

The areas produce, after consultation with all
interested parties, a plan for each river catchment, so
that we can address all local issues effectively and in a
balanced WaK/i By 1999, we will have published 163
Catchment Management Plans.

By or_?ar_nsmg some of our work on a national hasis,
we will improve both efficiency and quality of
service. We will onlly do this where there are real
benefits, for example, laboratories and information
systems.

The focus of our Research and Development
Pro%ramme and Information S¥stems strategy is on
he business needs of our core functions; this enables
us to make the best use of resources for improving
the environment.

We have an internal environmental policy, through
which we will:

* minimise waste, and

+ eliminate harmful practices.

We are also committed to the principles of the
Citizen’s Charter, through which we will continue to
improve the quality of our services.
